The goal of a “School Zone Safety Pro-
gram” is to save lives and prevent serious injuries
in and around Forest Hill schools. The main objec-
tive of installing school related signs is to promote
the safety of our children arriving to and departing
from school.

School zones can be chaotic and patience
is required. As drivers approach a school, you no-
tice buses turning and stopping, students walking or
biking, slower than normal traffic, and cars loading
or unloading children. Often students dart in and
out behind cars parked along the street adding to all
the confusion. When a school bus turns on its red
flashing lights as it stops, vehicles must stop
and are not allowed to pass the bus.

A school zone refers to an area on a street
near a school with a reduced speed limit, usually 20
mph, during certain hours. School zones marked
with signs and/or flashing amber lights indicate

when the school zone is effective. Reduced speed
limit school zones play a significant roll in enhanc-
ing the traffic safety of students. The signs serve to
remind approaching drivers of the need to reduce
their speed and remain alert throughout the length
of the school zone.

Forest Hill motorists will probably no-
tice more traffic on the roads as children head back
to the classroom on August 25, 2008. Our
two schools are Harlean Beal Elementary, 5615
Forest Hill Drive, and David K. Sellars Elementary,
4200 Dorsey St. If you notice malfunctioning lights
when driving through the school zones in these
areas, please call the Public Works Department at
817-531-5700 to report the problem. Please be pre-
pared to tell our City staff the location of the mal-
functioning light, if it is not operating properly or if
the timing is off (meaning it is flashing during non-
school hours).
