Now through September 30, no lawn or landscaping 

watering or irrigating is permitted between the hours of 

10:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. 

Hand watering or using soaker hoses is permitted. Hand 

watering is allowed while you are standing in your yard 

with a hose or watering can. Hoses connected to sprinklers 

or hoses left open-ended are not allowed during the re-

stricted hours. 

Why the restrictions during the daytime hours? Evapora-

tion is generally highest from 10:00 a.m. until 6:00 p.m. 

due to wind, sunlight and high temperatures. When you 

water outside of this time period, more water will seep into 

your landscaping, grass, trees and plants; that means less 

will be lost to the atmosphere because of evaporation. 

Check your automatic sprinkler system timer settings. 

Make sure they’re not set to run during the restricted time 

period. Citations may be issued if homeowners are not 

complying with these guidelines.  

Use water wisely. Conservation is the key to a plentiful 

supply in the future. For more information about watering 

restrictions, call the Code Compliance officer at 817-531-

5720.
